Visit to Marc Chagall Windows  at Tudeley Church
Sunday July 5th 2026


I have made plans to visit Tudeley Church in Kent on Sunday July 5. We have arranged the same outing  for the last four years and they have been very successful. It was enjoyed not only by those who walked to and from the church from Tonbridge station but also by those who made their own way there by car or taxi.
It is the only Church in the world to have all its  windows adorned by Marc Chagall.
A talk is booked for us at 2.30pm.  This will give us the fascinating history of the windows and their installation and will last about 30 minutes. This talk will be given by a member of the church. After this, there will be an opportunity for questions.
It is a pleasant 2.5 mile walk to the church from Tonbridge Station. The plan is that those who can we will walk from the station to the Church.
For those planning to walk with me we would meet on the concourse of London Bridge station by 1040 having purchased return tickets to Tonbridge. I will proceed to the platform at about 1050.  
The 10.54 train from London Bridge gets to Tonbridge at 11.30 so that we would be in good time to walk to the Church, have a packed lunch  in the Church Yard and then see the windows.  The train ticket From London Bridge is £19.20 return and when they see me a row called £12.75 return
There are bathroom facilities on the train, at Tonbridge Station and  at the Church.
For those who prefer not to walk I am afraid there are no buses on a Sunday and the alternative is a taxi. The journey should take no more than 10 minutes by taxi and taxis are available at the station or from Castle Cars at 01732 363637.  If you plan to drive the post code is TN11 0NZ. 
If you are planning to come by taxi you might get a later train.  They are frequent. The 12.24 would be the last train from London Bridge that you could catch and then get a taxi.
Those wanting to walk back by a different route of similar length can join me. Normally most do.
I have completed the walk a few times and it is delightful. 
Last year we were joined by about half a dozen walkers from Saint Luke's Hospice in Harrow. This is a Cancer Hospice which I support and which many members of the community have donated to when my wife, Effie, and I have done an annual long distance walk with them. Any excess funds that they raise go to the Hospice.


There is adequate car parking facility at the church. 
 I should point out also that near to the church is a public house that I think does lunch. It is the Poacher and Partridge. It is on Hartlake Road TN11 0PH. The telephone number is 01732 358934
I will be asking for £10 each for the visit which covers a per person donation to the church and a fee for our guide provided by the church.  Any surplus will go to LJS Yom Kippur Appeal. (Each year has generated a small surplus.) I do ask for the £10  in advance as it is quite a challenge collecting the money from all participants on the day. I will give  you my bank details when you book. I will also take cash.
This walk is suitable for children. They will have to be able to walk 6 miles but with a decent break in the middle. We have had children in the past.
In the past we have been back at London Bridge station by about 6:15PM. I think sometimes we were a little earlier.
I do hope you will want to come! I am yet to receive any complaints.
